May 25 Tue	 Ephesus (Site, Terrace Houses, Museum, St. 
John’s Church) — Izmir
Ephesus is one of the Seven Churches of Revelation (Rev. 1:11). 
In ancient days, Ephesus was a bustling port town of 250,000, 
graced with wide, colonnade-bordered streets. We will stroll the 
excavated streets of Ephesus visiting the magnificent Terrace 
Houses, the Library, the Agora, and the huge Theater.
